“Remember June 4” 21-km Run
2010 is the 21st anniversary of June 4.  2011 is the 100th anniversary of the Xinhai revolution. The road to Chinese democracy is rugged, winding and long. The more we persist on pressing onward, the closer we are to the goals of vindicating June 4, and building a democratic China. 

On April 26, 1989, People’s Daily published an editorial titled “The Necessity for a Clear Stand Against Turmoil”, slandering the patriotic student movement as a turmoil instigated by an “extremely small handful of opportunists” and certain “illegal organisations” in the universities, aggravating the hostilities between the government and the people.  
On Sunday, April 25, 2010, the eve of the 21st anniversary of the publication of the “April 26 Editorial”, the Hong Kong Alliance in Support of Patriotic Democratic Movements in China will hold a “Remember June 4” 21 km run.  It will combine the spirit of long-distance running with the spirit of the 1989 people’s movement-- never give up and pursue our goals with all our effort. We call on People’s Daily to publicly apologize for the editorial, and we demand that the Chinese government vindicate the student movement as a patriotic democratic movement.
At 8:45 a.m., we will set off from the pedestrian area outside the Legislative Council building in Central and run 21 kilometers to commemorate the 21st anniversary of June 4 and in anticipation of the 100th anniversary of the Xinhai Revolution. We will finish at the Liaison Office of the Central People’s Government in Hong Kong, and will lay flowers before a replica of the statue of the Goddess of Democracy in front of the gates of the liaison office.

1) Legislative Council building 
Every year since 1997, LegCo members, including our chairman, Mr. Szeto Wah, our secretary Mr. Albert Ho and our committee member Mr. Cheung Man Kwong and Mr. Leung Kwok Hong, have repeatedly tabled a “Vindicate June 4” motion.  Only on one occasion did it pass, before the handover, with a vast majority of 29 to 1. After the handover, there have been times when more than half of Legco members voted for the motion, but due to the post-’97 method of counting the votes of geographical constituency representatives and functional constituency representatives separately, which requires a majority amongst both types, the motion has been defeated because it fails to secure more than half of the votes of the functional constituency representatives.

From June 2 to 4, 2009, the Hong Kong Federation of Students held a 64-hour hunger strike to commemorate the 20th anniversary of June 4. Also in 2009, from October 1 to 3, Hong Kong Alliance held the “Strive for Chinese Human Rights” 60-hour hunger strike and a series of events reflecting on the past 60 years of Chinese history, with the slogans, “60 years have passed, and where are human rights?” and ”Have the Chinese people stood up?”

Starting from 12 noon, January 19, 2005, an altar was placed at the South Pavilion of Victoria Park for people to lay flowers to mourn the death of Zhao Ziyang.  Signatures of nearly 10,000 citizens were gathered. People also expressed their views on the democracy wall.

On May 27, a 12-hour fundraising concert, “Songs of Democracy for China,” was held here, attracting a crowd of over 200,000. On June 4 of the same year, a silent vigil, “The Black Sit-In” was held. 200,000 Hong Kong citizens attended in black.

On May 20, 1989, the Chinese government declared martial law in Beijing. Braving a signal-8 typhoon, 40,000 citizens marched from Victoria Park to the Xinhua News Agency. 
Up till the handover in 1997, the agency was the end point of the annual June 4 memorial march and most demonstrations supporting the democratic movement in China.

On June 5, 1989, Lee Cheuk Yan, a representative of democracy movement supporters from Hong Kong, was detained in Beijing. Members of Hong Kong Alliance went to the Governor’s House in the middle of the night to seek help from then-Governor Wilson.

· to No.52 Gage Street, where the chairman of the Revive China Society, Yeung Ku-wan, was assassinated 
· to No.8 Gough Street, meeting place of the  “Four Bandits”, former site of Yeung Yiu Kee, where the four discussed plans to overthrow the Qing Dynasty

On December 3, 1998, the student union of the University of Hong Kong passed a motion to display the pillar on a permanent basis on campus.

15) Liaison Office of the Central People's Government in Hong Kong
Since the handover in 1997 , many protests against the actions of the Chinese government have taken place outside of the gates of the Liaison Office, the agency charged with representing the Chinese central government in Hong Kong. 
Notes: 

1) Participants should consult their doctor before signing up and make sure that they are physically fit enough for the 21-km run.

2) If participants feel ill in the days leading up to the event, they are advised to consult their doctor before joining the run.

3) It is anticipated that the weather will be hot and humid. We advise all participants to monitor themselves and seek help from officials nearby if they feel unwell.

4) Please sleep well before the run.

5) Please wear suitable clothing.  Sportswear and running shoes are ideal.

6) Please warm up before starting the run.

7) Participants must abide by the rules and regulations set forth by the organiser.

8) Participants are welcome to store their belongings on the Hong Kong Alliance's support vehicles, but please do bring along change or an Octopus card, in case you have to quit the run.  Then you can take public transport to the noon rally at the Pillar of Shame. 

9) Vehicles will be arranged along the route to provide participants with water and sports drinks. At the end point, bananas and chocolates will be served to recharge your energy. (Planned locations of support stations: Outside Legco, Canal Road Flyover, Central Library, Happy Valley Racecourse, Xinhua News Agency, Central Government Offices, Pillar of Shame, Liaison Office)
10) Participants should drink plenty of liquids both before and during the run, to prevent dehydration.

11) Please support each other during the run.  If participants spot an accident or need help for any reason, please notify officials nearby or contact the HK Alliance Secretariat at 27826111.

12) If you have to quit because of injury or for any other reason, please notify officials nearby or contact the HK Alliance Secretariat.

13) Please keep the streets clean and do not discard rubbish on the streets.

14) The run will be cancelled if typhoon signal number 8 or the black rainstorm warning is posted after 8 a.m. on the day of the event.
